Bylaws of the Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Club

Bylaws of the

Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Club

ARTICLE I - PURPOSE OR OBJECTIVE 

Section 1. The purpose of the organization shall be to support and promote the organization and orchestra programs at Eldorado High School. 

Section 2. Funds raised shall be used to provide necessary equipment and support to the orchestra. 

Section 3. The organization will engage in charitable and educational musical activities representing Eldorado High School.

Section 4. No part of the net earnings of the organization shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable, to any member of the organization except that the organization shall be authorized, and empowered, to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distribution furtherance of the purposes set forth above. 

Section 5. This Organization/Club will abide by all Albuquerque Public Schools School Board and Eldorado High School administrative policies and procedures. 

ARTICLE II - MEMBERSHIP 

Section 1. Membership is open to people interested in the Eldorado High School Orchestra. 

ARTICLE III - OFFICERS 

Section 1. The officers of the EHS Orchestra Boosters Club shall be as follows: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and the Principal, or Designee, acting as an ex-officio officer of the organization. The officers and ex-officio officers constitute the organization's Executive Board. Officers of the EHS Orchestra Boosters Club must be a parent of an orchestra student. There may be two people holding each position. 

Section 2. The President shall be the chief executive officer of the EHS Orchestra Booster Club, shall preside at all Executive Board and general meetings, and shall manage all EHS Orchestra Booster Club activities. The President shall coordinate with the Orchestra Instructor to support activities and appoint all committees, and shall be an ex-officio member of all committees. The President shall not be allowed to make a non-budgeted expenditure in excess of $25.00 unless authorized by the Board. 

Section 3. The Vice-President shall assume all duties of the President in her absence, and shall assume other official duties as required, or appointed. 

Section 4. The Secretary shall keep the records, and the minutes of all meetings, results of any decisions approved via e-mail or phone, and shall attend to correspondence. 
Section 5. The Treasurer is entrusted with the funds of the EHS Orchestra Boosters Club and shall receive all funds collected, deposit it into the EHS Orchestra Boosters Club account with the assigned bank, and disperse monies in accordance with these bylaws. The Treasurer shall present a current financial statement at each meeting and shall prepare a financial statement at the end of each school year and present it to the EHS Principal and bookkeeper upon request or by June 30. The Treasurer shall also keep an accurate report of each student's account, and shall keep an accurate record of all receipts and disbursements, and follow generally accepted accounting practices. The Treasurer shall prepare a written account of all financial transactions to be made available at all general meetings. The Executive Board shall approve all non-budgeted disbursements. 

Section 6. The Executive Board may form committees as necessary, who will report to the president. 

Section 7. Executive Board members attend board, general, and special meetings; collect input from· the general membership to share at board, general, and special meetings; and serve on committees as assigned. 

Section 8. Executive Board members have voting privileges in board and special meetings; may make motions and second motions; and bring items to the table in board, general, and special meetings. 

ARTICLE IV - BUDGET 

Section 1. The Executive Board shall assure that a minimum balance of $150.00 remains in the treasury for the next year's initial operating expenses. 

Section 2. All moneymaking projects will be coordinated through the Executive Board of the Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Club and the Orchestra Instructor. 

Section 3. The Boosters Club shall maintain an officer’s fidelity bond from a licensed insurance company.

Section 4. All checks must be signed by two board members.

Section 5. In the event that the organization dissolves or is dissolved by the principal, all remaining funds will be dispersed to the Eldorado High School orchestra activity fund.
ARTICLE V - MEETINGS 

Section 1. A minimum of two (2) general meetings and four (4) Executive Board meetings will be held annually. Prior announcement of date, place, and time of general meetings will be made through phone, mail, or e-mail to all members of the Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Club. At least one member of the Executive Board must be present at a general meeting. Prior announcement of the date, place, and time of the board meetings will be made through phone, mail, and e-mail to all members of the Executive Board. 

Section 2. The President may call special meetings. 

Section 3. The Secretary shall keep an accurate record of all meetings, including decisions requiring board approval. 

Section 6. An "Executive Board meeting" is a meeting of the Executive Board as defined in the by-laws to discuss the affairs of the Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Club. A “general meeting" is a meeting of the entire membership of the Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Club to discuss affairs of the organization and annually elect new officers. A “special meeting" is an emergency meeting of the Executive Board of Directors or the general Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Club membership called to discuss issues needing immediate attention. An “executive session" is a meeting of the Executive Board to discuss matters of a confidential or sensitive nature. New budget expenditures in excess of $100.00, or issues affecting the general Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Cub, shall not be approved in an Executive Session. 

ARTICLE VI - COMMITTEES 
The Executive Board may form committees as necessary. 

ARTICLE VII - QUORUM 

Section 1.  At all meetings of this booster club, a majority of the members of the Executive Committee then in office shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.
ARTICLE VIII - ELECTIONS 
Section 1. The Executive Board shall be responsible for identifying at least one nominee for each office prior to the election at the general meeting. Nominations shall be reported to the Secretary prior to the election. At the time of the election, the Secretary will read the names of the nominees, and additional nominations will be accepted from the floor. 

Section 2. Elections will begin with the office of the President, with nominations opened, closed, and voted on. The other elected offices will be filled using the same process. The order will be as follows: Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. A simple majority count of the votes is needed to elect all officers. 

ARTICLE IX - AMENDMENTS TO BY-LAWS 
The Eldorado Orchestra Boosters Club By-Laws was last revised and approved at a board meeting held on November 2, 2016.
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
